Someone I knew once said to me I am going to change my name to exit, that way I'll see my name in lights wherever I go. Being an exit would certainly guarantee that folks would be rushing in your direction on a regular basis. But what about being an entrance? And which is it exactly, that Jesus intends to be in his teaching? Gates open both ways, keeping some safely within and allowing others passage out.
